[bookmark: _GoBack]This is an example of some text that I’ve typed into my document to demonstrate the capabilities of a word processor. Notice that when I reach the end of a line, the cursor automatically goes to the beginning of the next line. Back in the old days, when I used a typewriter, the typewriter would ring a bell when you got close to the end of the line, and you would have to whack on the carriage return bar, which moved back to the beginning of the line and advanced the paper up one line. It’s awfully nice not to have to do that anymore.
These days, the only time I need to hit the “enter” key (which is the modern equivalent of the old carriage return bar) is when I want to start a new paragraph!
